Being Seen & Heard  (Bramham Suite)
Presenters: Elly Brun, Louise de Groodt, Saskia Biesterbos, Visio, The Netherlands

Chair: Else Marie Jensen

Summary

Visio is a national foundation dedicated to the care, rehabilitation and education of the blind and visually impaired and people with dual sensory loss.

Visio has been helping people with visual and auditory impairments for a long time. The ‘Being seen and heard’ project was launched in May 2003 to further develop this assistance programme and make it available Visio-wide. The project is broadly based and deals with a wide range of issues relating to screening, rehabilitation, day activities, skills training for staff, etc. At the centre of the project are proper care allocation and cooperation with other institutions. 

We would like to run a workshop to tell you about progress so far. 

There’s a good reason for referring to this as a ‘Being seen and heard’ workshop. We’d like to share ideas and experiences with you in an interactive learning situation, so that we learn from each other and help each other to improve the situation of those with dual sensory loss in Europe. 

Workshop Feedback - Else Marie Jensen
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An Holistic approach to Communication with an Acquired Profoundly Deafblind Person (Ripley Suite)

Summary

This workshop is based on a case study, discussion and video of a lady who has Acquired Profound Deafblindness.  It will take you along the journey, so far, of communication and how it has evolved and developed to meet the needs of those involved.  The communication used incorporates Tactile Block alphabet, solid wooden letters, a keyword system, pre-empting vocabulary, use of open and closed questions, tactile gestures, conveying of emotions and tactile attentive listening.  It looks at what works and why it works.  It demonstrates the importance of an holistic and person-centred approach to the use of Communication.

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Overcoming Social Isolation, a Personal Story, Nottinghamshire, UK (Harewood 1)
Presenters: George Wilcockson, Diane Fern & Hilary McNeeney

Summary

This is a case study of a Deafblind man with Refsums disease who with the support of a communicator Guide has overcome social isolation and now takes part in a variety of activities within the community.

Workshop Feedback - Ges Roulstone

The 3rd workshop that I chaired was entitled ‘Overcoming social isolation, a personal story.  It was the indeed a very moving, personal story, of a man called George Wilcockson, who, suddenly and unexpectedly because of Refsums disease, lost very nearly all of his sight and a great deal of his hearing.  Refsums disease causes Retinitis Pigmentosa, RP, and it also causes deafness.  In addition to that, it leads to nerve damage, causing numbness or poor balance.

George had been a craftsman, a plasterer by trade, and over a very short period of time found that nearly all of his sight had disappeared, such that he began to be able to recognise people only by their voices, not by being able to identify them visually.  In the space of a weekend, he lost all the hearing in one ear and a good deal of it in another. 


This led understandably, to great deal of isolation, and depression, which eventually caused him to give up his job.  But the heartening part of the story was, having been allocated a communicator guide his life started to expand again.  His communicator guide introduced him to a gardening club as George had always been a keen gardener and was enabled to take up this interest again. 


Despite the fact that he could not see, one other additional problem associated with Refsums disease was that it damages the sense of smell, but nevertheless he joined a gardening club, he also took up bowls, and found that he had a particular talent for poetry, something he shared with us on a number of occasions throughout the very interesting workshop. 


He eventually became a volunteer working on a project for students with learning difficulties. He helped them with horticulture projects. 


And then, with having his confidence gradually restored, he began to take further qualifications, in horticulture.  The great lesson of this workshop was that acquired deafblindness does not have to be a desperate situation.  George demonstrated to us very adequately, and eloquently that with some often very small levels of assistance, only a few hours a week, not expensive, not highly technical, but personal, 1 to 1 assistance, from a dedicated worker people like George got his life back, quite literally. 


He is now back in work. He works as a support worker for a student with learning disability at a college in Nottinghamshire, not many miles away from his home. 


He also started something he calls the ‘bad’ club, bad meaning blind and deaf.  And that gives you an insight into George's particular sense 
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of humour.  It is a self-help group and because of his and other members enthusiasm, the numbers attending have doubled in six months. They have obtained funding from their local Government, and the club meets monthly, identifying objects by touch, exploring members particular interests in horticulture and poetry. They look at demonstrations of new equipment, they talk to each other about how they have managed to cope with their disability, and they undertake a number of other activities.  So the conclusion of this particular workshop demonstrated that with the assistance he had received, only a small amount of assistance from a dedicated worker, George had been able to rebuild his life. He now has a part time job, he gives assistance to other people who are in vulnerable situations, his life is busy, and his self esteem is high, he's less dependent on one to one support, and he has lots of new social networks. 


It was truly a very hopeful and encouraging story.

Survey of Functional Capacity of Elderly Persons with Dual Sensory Impairment (Harewood 2)

Summary

This workshop is reporting on a study carried out in Finland that measured physical performance of elderly people with dual sensory loss.

The study group consisted of 66 senior citizens from all over Finland, 51 women and 15 men. The average age of the participants was 82 years.

The workshop will discuss the method, result and conclusions of the study.
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Workshop Feedback - Henrik Riber

This workshop looked at a report on a study carried out in Finland to measure the physical performance of elderly people with dual sensory loss.  They studied a group consisting of 100 senior citizens from over Finland 51 women and 51 men with an average age of 82.  

The object was to get a picture of a group of deafblind people, their physical performance compared to the average of elderly people without a dual sensory loss.  In this test or study they used a model for action that you go through in order to evaluate what is your physical performance, for instance sitting in a chair, standing up, sitting, standing, 5 times how fast can you do it, your balance, by standing on one leg, how long can you stand on one leg.  

The conclusion was that, elderly people with deafblindness has a general performance which is not as good as average - they perform these tasks below the average of old people without dual sensory loss.  They need more training; in particular they need muscular training and they need respiratory/breathing training.

They need to do more exercises that they can do themselves, simply because they have less self activity being deafblind, not being able to go shopping, go down the street, go for walks all the things people without deafblindness just do in their everyday life.  Basically their performance is simply on a much lower level. 

The next thing for this project to work out is to explore some models for self exercise, exercises to raise their level of physical performance.  

Another point that was made at the workshop was that; one of the outcomes of a poor physical performance is a higher risk of falling, being an old person your physical performance is reduced, you're more likely to fall over and you can actually use that fact to raise the awareness of that small group of older deafblind people.  Instead of emphasising a point of them being deafblind, you can make a point about a group with a higher risk of falling.

Raising Awareness (Bramham)
Presenter: Else Marie Jensen & Henrik Riber, Denmark

Chair: Presenters

Summary

This workshop is an overview of the training and information days carried out in Denmark to raise awareness with other professionals who are involved in visiting Deafblind people.  

Workshop Feedback - Else-Marie Jensen & Henrik Riber

This was a workshop about creating awareness through meeting, and information packs.  I provided a concept for creating awareness of deafblindness in Denmark which was very successful.  One of the things that we did at the workshop was to start with a practical exercise, where we blindfold people. This exercise from the information centre was used to produce information packs and the packs contained glasses and ear plugs which were sent to all elderly homes in Denmark.  It had a good impact because it was special and it was different, it got the attention of the people and it worked, and is still working.  The conclusion of the workshop was that the information does not need to be on a high level, and it does not need to be that difficult.  Keep it simple, just make sure that people remember it and then they find you if needed. 

Identifying Dual Sensory Impaired among Elderly – Experiences from three European Countries (Ripley)

Presenters: Else-Marie Svingen, Norway Marie-Dominique Lussier, France, Jarmo Vesa, Finland

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Summary

The aim of this workshop is to present and discuss experiences related to the identification and rehabilitation of older individuals with severe dual sensory losses.

Experiences from Finland, France and Norway in the use of a checklist methodology will be presented and discussed.

In this workshop we will address how further progress can be made to improve the identification, rehabilitation and follow up of the group in focus.

Workshop Feedback - Else Marie Svingen


I was one of the presenters at the workshop, I will give a brief summary from yesterday.


The workshop was called identifying dual sensory impairment among elderly -  experiences from 3 European countries. 


The other presenters were Marie Dominique Lussier from France, Jarmo Vesa from Finland and Kolbein Lyng also participated with the presenters and was the chair. 


There was a presentation, of the screening materials used. The materials were developed in Norway , in the period of the last 6 years for use by staff in long term care in municipalities in Norway. 


This material has been translated to different languages, also to Finnish and French, so, the same materials have been used in these 3 countries for some years.  The aim of the screening material has been to identify dual sensory loss and among elderly, for further referral for visual and auditory assessment, and for follow up with rehabilitation and services. 


The materials have also been used to create awareness for both dual sensory loss and deafblindness in these countries.  The results of the 
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finding are not yet finished, so it was not possible to compare all findings.  But in the workshop we had a discussion about what has been achieved until now.  One point from the discussion was that there are some problems with translation to other languages, mainly because of the cultural differences, but this is a problem we will hopefully solve. 
 

The validation of the materials show high a degree of sensitivity, and even a specificity is sufficient.  The estimate of prevalence of dual sensory loss varies, depending on which population is screened. 
 

From the Norwegian studies, estimated prevalence of severe dual sensory loss is about or between, 1% to 10% in the eldest part of the population, especially population in institutions for the elderly. 


In all of the 3 countries, the groups identified with the screening materials, are very old.  This is a challenge for us.  It will be important to identify earlier among other things because of the consequences of hearing and vision loss on development of cognitive impairment, depression and dementia. It is essential to identify at the earliest stage the process of sensory loss.  The condition could be predicted from knowledge, about the cause of the condition associated with the disability, like progressive conditions.  To identify earlier, will among other things, require co-operation and cross-referencing between specialists in hearing and vision, and also general practitioners who would and could play an important role in this. 


Some examples from other countries showed other methods used to identify dual sensory loss among elderly.  Across checking between registers for hearing-impaired and visual impaired persons was discussed.  In many countries these registers do not exist, therefore it is important to have other kinds of tools, like for instance a checklist, so hopefully other countries would use the same materials and it will be possible to develop these and have co-operation in the future in order to contribute to the development of the screening materials so that it could be possible to compare results. Employment Possibilities for Deafblind People (Harewood 2)

Presenter - Annette De Boo, The Netherlands

Chair: Bernard de Vries

Summary

This workshop will explain the situation in the Netherlands regarding employment for deafblind people and any plans for improvement.

It will look at what organisations help deafblind people in finding work and the current situation regarding work participation by deafblind people in the Netherlands.

Workshop Feedback - Bernard De Vries

I was in the workshop ‘employment possibilities for deafblind people’. The presenters were Annette de Boo and Karin van den Heuvel from the Netherlands.

Regarding employment possibilities for deafblind people, first, we considered a report from the conference in the Netherlands which came up with the conclusion that there is not enough specific knowledge about methods and possibilities for deafblind people to keep or get regular paid job. 


Secondly, daytime activities do not focus on gaining regular jobs.  And thirdly, there is a need to develop methods for getting and keeping a regular job. We started an innovative project named " make work reality".

In the workshop they had 3 discussions topics, the first took a position that the job market must adjust itself to the possibilities and limitations of the deafblind person.  People were allowed to vote if they agreed or disagreed with this position. 


On the first voting 3 agreed, one disagreed, and 9 were 50:50.  Later on there was a discussion and then 4 agreed, 2 disagreed, and 7 were 50:50.  In the Netherlands, we had the same discussion, and the 
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majority disagreed with this position. 


The second position, look at the problem of not being able to find or hold on to work lies primarily with the deafblind themselves.  In the voting, no-one agreed.  11 disagreed and 2 were 50:50.  After this discussion, no-one changed.  In the Netherlands it has been the same vote. 


Then it came up with the third position; professional workers and work supervisors do not know enough about what deafblind people are capable of. 


5 agreed, no-one disagreed, and 7 were 50:50.  And after the discussion, it was the same. 


I think that I am not quite sure, because I did not hear it, that in the Netherlands most of the people agreed with this position. 


Now 5 important topics from the discussion, firstly we need to involve the Labour market employers, managers, colleagues, but also the social insurance system.  Because secondly; not every deafblind person has to be pushed to the Labour market. 


Thirdly; there is a large diversity in deafblind persons and possibilities.  So, we need a personal approach. 


Fourthly; a positive and problem solving approach is necessary. 


Finally; there is no systematic knowledge available at moment. 


Now we come to action, specially when you hear what was the conclusion from the Netherlands and also what was the conclusion yesterday in the workshop. So maybe we could start a group of persons who are interested and to share experience, to share methods and all these things. 


In the workshop, Annette de Boo from LED, in the Netherlands will be one person, Henrik Otterson from the information centre for deafblind in 
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Denmark, will be another person. 


So maybe you can help us to involve in this interest group and share information, and experience. 


I don't want to ask you now to stand up but maybe this morning or this afternoon because I am here you can give me your name, you can give me your organisation, and an e-mail address, and we can start an interest group. 


I think that the most important part is that we start the discussion, sharing information, make a plan, make a report, and maybe the they can do and workshop in 2006, from their experience because we have to do a lot with this problem.  Thank you. 

Facing the Future – the challenges and expectations of people with Usher (Harewood 1)

Summary

This workshop is a discussion about people with Usher:-

· What are their expectations for now and the future?

· How important is motivation and a positive outlook?

· The challenge of a change of identity
· Strategies to fulfil positive expectations and to manage fears.
Workshop Feedback - Ges Roulstone

I chaired a workshop offered by Marylin Kilsby of the UK, entitled ‘facing the future - the challenges of and expectations of people with Usher’. 


Marylin works for sense and is a person with a dual sensory loss herself, and so brings a considerable amount of personal insight into this subject. 
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Marylin spoke about a part of a survey carried out last year, in 6 European countries, a survey which consulted 67 people with Usher Syndrome.  The survey asked people about their biggest challenges for the future.  Marylin read out some of the comments that people with Usher offered as a response to that question. 


People spoke of social interactions outside the home, for instance in public places and where people gather. 


Other people had concerns over loss of hearing, having grown up deaf, loss of sight having grown up blind. 


People spoke of grieving over the gradual loss of sight.


Others spoke of the feeling of loss, as they lost friends as they lost their sight.   


Others spoke of the difficulties of incorporating changes into family life. 


And everyone talked about ongoing and constant changes, one of the key phrases that came out from the individual responses, was that adapting to change was a challenge in itself. 


Marylin was able to offer a broad categorisation of challenges. From the challenges of the different 67 responses, the biggest category of challenge was the adaptation to change itself, change in sight, hearing and balance. 


Another major challenge was sense of grieving and bereavement as these changes take their course. 


Another common threat was the notion of coping and a sense of the unknown, leading to a loss of confidence. 


The other challenge was the need to adapt to communication as needs changed, for instance people who had used sign language all their lives, needed to learn how to communicate hand on hand and so on. 
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A major feature of Marylin's presentation and the conversation which followed focused on the change of identity; there was a lot of talk of change of identity. 


Many people had difficulties coming to terms with these changes of identity.  Having considered themselves hard of hearing there was a lot of difficulty associated with having DB identified and for other people having considered themselves partially sighted, it was a major challenge to cope with a notion of being called blind. 


For those people who were partially sighted and hard of hearing the thought of becoming deafblind was particularly traumatic.


Throughout all of this, one of the questions that was asked was about people's expectations and it should be no surprise to any of us that the most common response to that question was around people's desire for a fulfilling life, with all its opportunities, in other words the same things as everybody else. 


It was interesting that there was no change and no difference in the response to that question from any of the participants from each of the 6 European countries. 


In terms of the needs of people with Usher, there was quite a bit of discussion about the need for openness, particularly with young people.  It was highlighted that a number of parents were reluctant upon diagnosis of their child with Usher, to tell their child that they had Usher.  There was a recognition among the group that although understandable, the reluctance was actually a disservice to those children who were struggling not just with one sensory impairment but the onset of another without understanding why this was happening. 


The major need of people with a Usher was described as space and time to adapt and cope.  It is understandable when you think about it but often it is something that we overlook because it is so obvious. Such a traumatic series of changes coming 1 after the other, require people to have not just time but space for this adaptation and following on from that, was the support of others to help people cope with those changes, 
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particularly other people who have Usher themselves. 


We ended up with some unanswered questions; which I think will feed usefully into further discussion in future conferences. 


2 questions which we touched upon but didn't have time to fully explore were, what were people's expectations of people with Usher, for now and the future?


We also touched upon the importance of motivation, and how we can prove and assist with people's self motivation, as a way of over coming these difficulties.  That was the final workshop from yesterday. 
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Being a Deafblind Dressage Champion (Charter)
